Territory from 1964. He became heavily involved in repairing and rebuilding 
Darwin after Cyclone Tracy; and 

 
Wedding Road named after Eric Wesley Wedding, who was a plumber and fire fighter in 

Darwin. Eric helped rebuild Darwin after Cyclone Tracy and did voluntary work 
for St Paul’s Catholic Church.
